1. Riley: I think it was clear that their agency is going to be used to pay for part of the event. The price on here is not the price of the event.
7. Brendan: I remember her saying that members go but if they had it open no nonmembers would actually attend. I don’t know if it is technically open, but she said only members really attend.
8. Harrison: I would like clarification on total cost of an event before they apply their funds. Based on the cost per plate it looks like it is about the 1600 cost and if they are going to apply $600 of their org money it would be at least within the monetary guidelines. 
a. I think this is after the $600 is already factored in.
i. I want to know what that $600 is being spent on.
1. We don’t really know what the orgs spend their agency on. I think that this $1,600 is just what they want form SUFAC, and this is not the total cost of the event.
