d. Matthew: I am curious why committee chairs are making more than admin assistants because their rates were the same this year 
e. Alex: Admin assistant only really takes notes and there is a low hour requirement and committee chairs has office hours outside of meetings 
f. Jasmine: how is it that only during the meetings the admin assistant takes minutes when they sometimes have to take minutes home and go back over it 
g. Riley: is the proposal to tie the speaker of the senate increase to a certain one of those 
h. Alex: I think chair of SUFAC is more in line 
i. Matthew: is all this like a numbers matching thing?
j. Alex: not really, we want to be more in line with other schools and keep round numbers and ensure whoever is in those positions next year gets paid fairly 
k. Zea: the admin assistant serves 2 hours per week and committee chairs have 5 office hours per week
l. Braden: has the duplicate been fixed with the chief justice 
m. Riley: it hasn’t been fixed because we haven’t been told otherwise 
n. Stephanie: I want to make it clear that the main campus SGA is the only senate paid, not on the branch campuses
o. Riley: USGA is going to be paid this semester 
p. Matthew: a 9% increase for a voluntary position doesn’t seem super justified 
q. *gavel passed to Brendan*
r. Riley: To be honest, I feel well compensated and I very much enjoy the job I am in and to my understanding many chairs of SUFAC have not enjoyed their jobs. The reason we don’t spend as much time in the office is because we know what we are doing this year. Next year, the person in this position will have a very steep learning curve and may hate their job. I think this is a fair amount being asked for. This proposal is just to match the rate of VP and Speaker.

u. Tanisha: I agree the committee chairs should be paid more than admin assistants because additional work of admin assistants is up to them 
v. Brendan: if it was guarnteed this was the structure in place for the next years, I would be in favor, but I don’t want to see ratios continue to be moved that is why I don’t really like granting the exception, with the exception of the speaker. I am still against in principle.
