a. Alex: is this a political event?
b. Rep: this is not an outwardly political event; this is to mainly support workers and bring people together 
c. Brendan: what do the lunch meals entail?

f. Bylaw Review
i. Art. I: Establishment
1. No change 
ii. Art. II: Membership
1. Chair is elected by committee under this new proposal 
2. Admin assistant renamed to secretary and is elected by committee 
3. Tanisha clause: allows for senator who resigns from senate for non-disciplinary reasons to be accepted into at large membership if there is a seat available 
4. Reserved seat to graduate student office 
5. Establish all elected positions as their own membership category 
a. Give more member at large seats 
6. Resignation and expulsion 
a. Member cannot be expelled just based off a motion 
b. 2/3 majority needed to be expelled from committee
iii. Art. III: Officers
1. Terms vary currently when the end of the year is, move it so terms expire on Sunday before final meeting of academic year, the week before finals week 
2. Chair elected by committee before the final meeting
3. If there is a candidate avilable must have at least one semester of prior SUFAC experience and must have attended ¾ of the meetings 
4. If SUFAC has 3 or fewer members, the chair can vote 
5. Vice chair voted at seconded to last meeting 
6. Indicates that the Vice Chair should preside over meetings in absence of the chair 
7. Changing last to penultimate
8. Renaming admin assistant to secretary 
a. Has 4 office hours a week 
9. Section 7 has blocks of texts deleted explaining the succession 
10. Every spot is up for reelection 
11. Elections at penultimate meeting 
12. No clause on how to fill vacancies 
13. If chair runs for reelection, gavel has to be passed to neutral member 
14. If elected positions vacant for 3 weeks or longer, the chair can nominate an eligible student and committee votes on that 
15. Clause that the chair can appoint secretary for duration of meeting 
16. Chain of succession: Vice chair, vice chair pro tempore, secretary, speaker of the senate, president or VP of SGA 
17. Motions of no confidence clause 
18. Section C gets rid of something null and void 
iv. Art. IV: Meeting
1. Chair and Vice Chair able to approve anything less than or equal to $5000 during winter or summer session and committee votes on when to enter that at the last meeting of the semester
2. Last meeting of year is the week of finals and penultimate meetings of the week prior 
3. Quorum is half not half plus one 
v. Art. V: Procedures
1. 2 yay, 1 nay, and 3 abstentions, vote would pass 
2. Allowed to make stylistic changes as long as they do not get rid of the meaning 
vi. Art. VI: Amendment and Coming into Force
1. Getting rid of coming into force 
vii. Bylaws never specifies Roberts Rules, so that will be added 
VIII. Action Items

i. Motion to approve $535 by Nathan

1. Tanisha: this is their only event of the year and its only $500
iv. Vote 
1. 11-0-3 motion carries 
b. SAGA Reallocation Request
i. Motion to approve $152.88 by Zea 
ii. Seconded by Matthew 
iii. Discussion 
1. Tanisha: couldn’t they just reallocate?
2. Riley: since this was against guidelines, we asked them to present, the guidelines about giveaways it is tailored toward org smorg 
3. Tanisha: this is an extenuating circumstance, so I think we should grant it
4. Ayansa: one question I had, with the flags being bought, those are not accepted under the guidelines, under section 2 number 7, the items should be given to many people
5. Riley: that is the exception they are asking for, yes 
6. Brendan: we should not fund flags at all, I don’t feel like this event is very important because they are just adding a few additional items, so I am not in favor for approving any of it because it isn’t a good precedent and whatever we decide her applies to other situations 
7. Matthew: this is essential to their existence to co-sponsor so people know they exist 
8. Ayansa: when I added it up, this is not under $200
9. Riley: the total is actually $152, not $500

i. Motion to approve the SUFAC policy manual and repeal all the old guidelines and replace them with new ones to be effective contingent upon the approval of the next agenda item by Zea 
ii. Seconded by Braden
iii. Brendan: after some points about the broadness of electronics, it is pretty hard to come up with something that does what we want it to do, we made it to be media or other high value electronic equipment 
iv. Riley: media equipment includes things like editing software and graphic software 
v. Unanimous consent to get rid of word “other”
vi. Brendan: I did not get rid of the banners, we will leave it up to the next SUFAC to figure out 
vii. Brendan: for travel, we are making it $60 per person per day because registration no longer has a $4000 cap and it is one big pool at $10,000
viii. Brendan: reducing 10% to 5% for scholarships 
ix. Vote
