Meeting Minutes for 12 Mar. 2009
I. Call to Order

SUFAC Chair Tania Galligan called the meeting to order at 5:15pm.
II. Roll Call

IV. Approval of Agenda- Tania entertained the motion to approve. Andy motioned. Yue seconded. Lindsay called the question. Brianna acclimated. 
V. Approval of Minutes- Tania entertained the motion to approve the minutes for February 26. Andy motioned. Joe seconded. Lindsay called the question. Joe acclimated. 
VI. Reports

a. OFO: Contingency is $19,010.86 and small org is $1200.00
b. Senate: We have approved the UPass; however we denied the renewal of NatureWise to explore other options. The Suf rate was approved. 
c. SGA Exec: no report
d. Good Time Programming: Key Scott in the coffee house on March 26. Blizzard game and Brewer game coming up. 
e. Vice Secretary: no report
f. Secretary:  Senate approved the suf rate at $1250.00 Letter to the chancellor and org budget letters will be worked on during spring break. Cheng and Jason both resigned. Thank you senators and everyone for your hard work. 
VII.  Discussion Items
a. NS of AMF: the purpose of this request was to request funds for National student of AMF for a grief scholarship. I have worked with grieving college students and have earned an initiative scholarship. I would like help with the rest of the money. Lindsay asked how she was awarded the scholarship. I applied for it and it was nationwide. Andy asked why the plane ticket was so low. It was found on cheaptickets.com and it is a couple weeks after Easter so they dropped quite a bit. Joe asked if she was the only one going. Yes. 
b. Honorarium Guidelines: The discussion from guidelines created over winter break. Lindsay asked if we vote on them. Yes, they will have to be voted in as guidelines and we will have to take notes on when they will be effective. This is good for future boards to stay on track. Joe asked where the 10% increase came from. From the SUFAC and the org perspective, there wasn’t enough knowledge on how to increase it. We decided that 10% was a good number so it will increase by year and not so drastically. Joe asked what the state increase was for auxiliaries. It was supposed to be 2% but for the next two years it will be 0. OFO stated that their only concern was people may try to manipulate the 10% by adding new positions that are actually the same but they change the name to make them different. Someone asked how you can allow for increases so that both SUFAC has a guideline and the organization has a guideline. We can make that a guideline that states if the top positions increase, so must all the others. We could also try to create a cap amount or we see people trying to double them. What we are passing is going to change, but we have to look at it as a future document. Does the structure give the board a framework that will allow for them to make decisions in the future years. 
VIII. Action Items
a. Honorarium guidelines- Joe motioned to approve. Yue seconded. Joe called the question. Roll call vote passed 10-0-1.
b. Air Force Band Request- Joe motioned to approve. Lindsay seconded. Joe stated that he felt they were unaware of how things should be with the guidelines. They are not open to all students technically, but the community also gets in free. Andy felt they still didn’t have enough information. Lynsy asked Ron if there have been cases similar to this in the past. In the past yes, but not with the Air Force band but with high schools or grade schools were they have brought people in to assist. In the past they have not been approved. Lindsay stated to go along with the appeal, they did say that students could get in free but there is the issue of community members. Joe stated that especially for D-day this was shown that we have set a precedent on charging community members. Lynsy stated that we could look at it as the Weidner center is putting on the performance. Lynsy asked how many times students see professors walking down the hall with a New York Times that is for the students. Andy stated that he thought it was a little different for community members to still get in free with seg fees. Joe stated that the Weidner is on school property but it is self sustaining, similar to the golf course, the bookstore, and the Kress. Lindsay asked about a co sponsorship. Lynsy stated that last year we did something like that with PEAC. Andy called the question. Joe objected. Joe motioned to enter committee of the whole for 1 minute. Andy seconded. Lindsay called the question. Lynsy acclimated. There was a discussion on a recommendation made to charge community members in the future. Joe motioned to exit. Lindsay seconded. Joe called the question. Andy acclimated. Joe called the question. Roll call vote 7-2-2.
Professor Wright- Joe motioned to approve. Andy seconded. Lindsay stated she does not like this request. Nor does Andy. They feel it is not so much for Green Bay students as it is for high school students. Joe felt he was kind of waiting for the money to go further. Lynsy stated we could argue it is for recruitment purposes. Their dates are constantly changing also. Andy asked if they can appeal any more. They can submit it, but Matt and Tania can decide if they feel it is worthy of an appeal. It can be sent to Senate and then back to SUFAC. Ellen stated that it is almost impossible to plan a program in that amount of time. Andy called the question. Roll call vote failed 0-9-2.
c. Intervarsity Reallocation- Brianna motioned to approve. Ryan seconded. Joe asked if anyone had an opinion with the fact that it may be out of state. It is in Northern Michigan which is in our region. Joe called the question. Roll call vote 9-0-2.
d. Phoenix Martial Arts- Joe motioned to approve. Andy seconded. Ryan asked how much the uniforms were. Andy stated that he liked the down payment option. Lynsy asked if the money would go into the agency and if the belts were included. Joe called the question. Roll call vote 11-0-0. A recommendation was made and the down payment was encouraged.

Brianna stated that she had a problem with not advertising to more people because they have a lot of people interested. Sheila stated that they do advertise in the club though.
