Meeting Minutes for 16 Oct. 2008
I. Call to Order

SUFAC Chair Tania Galligan called the meeting to order at 5:18pm.
II. Roll Call

III. Recognition of Guests – Dan Repka- Mock Trial; Cassie Johnson- Habitat for Humanity; Ben Kvalo- WGBX; Tessa Preper- Visitor; Sue Keihn- Dean of Students; Aparajila Bhattacharya- International Club; Ryan Conohan- visitor
IV. Approval of Agenda- Tania entertained the motion to strike study abroad and move Mock Trial request to item B. Joe motioned. Chris seconded. Ricky called the question. Matt acclimated. 
V. Approval of Minutes- Tania entertained the motion to approve the minutes. Yue motioned. Matt seconded. Yue called the question. Matt acclimated. 
VI. Reports

a. OFO: Contingency is $36,044.12 and small org is $1500.00
b. Senate: Met last week and discussed the smoking policy on campus; nothing was decided yet.
c. SGA Exec: There was a 5th Justice approved at the meeting Monday. Also an application for the environmental affairs committee was received. 
d. Good Time Programming: Gretchen Witt performed Thursday in the Coffeehouse. Friday Taylor Williamson performed in the club. 
e. Vice Chair: Dean of Students created a task force to deal with honorariums. SUFAC Rep. for the committee? Auxiliary process is underway and there will be several budgets coming to us in the next couple weeks. In the end, recommendations will be sent to the chancellor for final comments. 
f. Chair:  Introduction of members. The BSU court case is coming up on Tuesday Oct. 21 in Mac 221. Come early to be in the gallery. Tomorrow all evidence will be submitted to the Chief Justice. 
VII. Discussion Items
a. Presenter Guidelines: According to guideline number 8; Representative must be present at the request of a budget or contingency request. At least one presenter must not be a SUFAC member. Lynsy motioned to table discussion. Chris seconded. Ricky called the question. Discussion tabled by a voice vote. 
b. Dean of Students Auxiliary: Budget for Dean of Students and Campus Life. Responsible for all segregated fees. Segregated Fees are 12% of the student budgets 19% comes from the state. Dean of students’ budget is almost identical in the division budget. Dean of students presents both because they are relatively more. Reducing the student help because a full time front desk receptionist was hired. In actuality, we started with a -$3000.00 and a +$2000.00. The two worksheets on the back have been this way for 5 years and we are not requesting anything additional for the next year. Dean of Students is the same and they will eventually need to ask for a n increase but are sensitive to segregated fees. Questions- In regards to student employment, we currently have four employed but will eventually have two. This is dependent on the amount of hours so possibly 3 could be employed. Matt asked if Sue Keihn could explain work-study. Sue stated that when a work-study candidate is hired, only a percentage of the wage is charged. Department pays 25% and financial aid pays for 75%. More college students are not employed as work-study because many do not want to take the time to fill out the FAFSA form. There are many employers on campus who are looking for work-study but many of the candidates are already employed. Matt asked if Sue knew what the salary increase from the state was. A 2% increase for salary positions was added but also fringe benefits increased. Lynsy asked if we could get a break down where S&E would be going. S&E covered everything in the office such as; paper, supplies, professional development (if any), student things. Some are fixed costs like telephone, copier, and technology costs. Someone had asked why the Dean of students’ can’t stay at the budget they are at this year for the following year. Sue stated that they had taken a $5000.00 pay cut from S&E and they had added the full time position.
c. Mock Trial Request- Dan Repka had returned to request $205.00 for the cost of printing 20 97 page documents for Mock Trial’s 20 members. Dan requested the amount and that it be made an immediate action so they can go to the scrimmage in Iowa and be prepared for the collegiate level. Mock Trial had the amount in their agency and was told that they could only use the money for the registration. They had received a better price for registration and were given some of the amount back. They are ok with reallocating their agency towards the cost of printing.  Tania entertained the motion to add the Mock Trial request as an immediate action item. Joe motioned. Yue seconded. Brianna called the question. Matt acclimated.
d. WGBX request- Ben Kvalo requested the amount of $472.02 for an invoice that they had just received. The invoice was for pens, magnets, and banners that they had ordered and received last year. As a point of clarification, a reallocation had never occurred last year, their budget was spent, and the money was put back into the SUFAC reserve. Joe had asked what their agency was being used for. Ben stated that they needed to pay for the gas of an upcoming performer and a few other miscellaneous things. The order was received June 28 and July 1; the invoice was just received Oct. 9. Ricky asked if they had put any consideration into fundraising. WGBX doesn’t have a whole lot of time between daily shows, concerts, and sporting events so fundraising isn’t an option.
e.  Habitat for Humanity request- Cassie Johnson requested the amount of $3,600.00 for the fundraising that they intend to do for their winter trips. Habitat for Humanity has a bill for $3,600.00 and is requesting the money as a loan that would be repaid as soon as the candy bars are sold. Cassie had placed the order on October 1 and had received the order. The invoice is due on November 1. The candy bars are going to be sold soon and the money will be repaid to SUFAC no later than December 15. 
f. International Club request- Matt made a motion to table this request because the President was unable to be present. Joe seconded. Chris called the question.
VIII. Action Items
a. ASA request- Matt made the motion to approve the ASA request of $200.00. Joe seconded. Andy called the question. The Motion passed 11-0-1.
b. SAGA request- Tania entertained the motion to approve. Joe motioned. Ricky seconded. Lynsy entertained the motion to enter committee of the whole for one day. Andy motioned. Ricky seconded. Andy called the question. Enter committee of the whole. The committee discussed how SAGA is expanding and very receptive to suggestions and making programs the best they can be. Tania entertained the motion to exit committee of the whole. Joe motioned. Sheila seconded. Matt called the question. Matt acclimated. Joe called the question on the motion. Roll call vote. Motion passed 12 -0-0.
c. Innovative Arts Management request- Joe motioned to approve. Brianna seconded. Discussion: There was an increase of $2.80 from the Kobussen quote. The new total is $411.49. Matt friendlied to change the total to $411.49. Matt motioned Joe’s motion to approve the new total. Joe accepted. Joe called the question. Motion passed 12-0-0.
d. Mock Trial request- Joe motioned to approve. Ricky seconded. Andy made a motion to enter committee of the whole. Chris seconded. Joe called the question. Discussed reallocation. Sheila made a motion to exit committee of the whole. Chris seconded. Brianna called the question. Exit at 6:41. Lynsy made a friendly to change contractual to reallocation. Joe accepted. Matt called the question. Motion passed 12-0-0.
IX. Announcements- After the BSU courtcase John Gard and Steve Kagen Debate on campus. Matt stated that Counseling and Health Services budget will be in the mailboxes very soon. Tania stated that the trial is Tuesday. Be there for support.
