The University Union is a high-traffic building on campus that houses the 
majority of our on-campus dining venues. It is also home to various services 
such as campus information, University IDs, event ticketing, events and 
activities, student organizations, Multicultural Resource Center, Pride Center, 
the Phoenix Bookstore and UW Credit Union.  
 
Our building sees on average about 4,000 entries into our building per day, 
with hundreds more if there is a special event being held. The University Union 
is open to all UW-Green Bay students, staff, faculty, and community members.
