Whereas: Cords are a good way to acknowledge students that are involved in an organization.

Whereas: Members in the Student Government Association (SGA) put forth a lot of effort and time into

their work within the organization.

Whereas: Recognition of hard work in the SGA will help to retain Senators, Executive Board members,

Supreme Court Justices, and Segregated University Fee Allocation Committee (SUFAC).

Therefore, be it resolved that a royal blue and red double non-academic Commencement Regalia
Cord will be awarded to graduating seniors with a 3.0 minimum GPA (either cumulative or
within majar), who have been involved in SGA for a cumulative total of 2 years — not necessarily
consecutive. An individual’s 2 years can be served on any branch of SGA, whether it be

Executive, Legislative, Judicial, SUFAC, or a combination of any of the four.
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
